Punch and Cookies (Earlene Wickre) 
Needle punching is an easy way to stitch using a 
needle punch, floss and hooped fabric.  Learn 
how to correctly hoop your fabric, hold and use 
the needle punch, what threads to use and more.  
This is a great way to use you stash of floss or 
try out our beautiful hand-dyed flosses.  
Tuesday, Dec. 29th, 10-noon.  Cost $10.  
 
Locker Hooking (Carol Passi)  

Locker hooking is an old, 
old technique that uses a 
base like rug canvas, a 
tool that has a hook and 
an eye and strips of 
fabric. You are welcome 
to start on something 
small like a hot pad or 
something bigger like a 
rug. What a great way to 

use up some stash or left over strips from other 
projects. We have a couple of great samples in 
the shop. Wednesday, Dec. 30th, 1-3 p.m. Cost is 
$10 plus materials.  This class repeats on 
Saturday, Jan. 9th from 1-3 p.m. 
 
Red Work by Machine (Sandy Evans)  

When I show people 
this little quilt I have to 
explain that I did it by 
machine and not by 
hand!  This can be 
done on any machine 
with a stretch stitch.  
Stitching and quilting 
will be done all at the 

same time.  We will be working with our Sulky 
12 wt cotton threads.  (Binding and piping will 
be shown in other classes.)  Thursday, Jan. 14, 1-

Big Shirt   (Sandy Dumstorff) This is a 
beginner class to make either a big comfy shirt or 
a pajama top.  Make if from flannel for winter or 
out of cotton for spring. We have a pattern for 
kids or an adult available.  You will learn how to 
make a collar and buttonholes.  Monday, Jan. 25, 
1-4 or 6-9.

Stitcher's Garden (Sandy Dumstorff and 
Sandy Evans) Here’s 
a fun way of learning 
how to use some 
different feet on your 
sewing machine. Each 
month we will make a 
different block and 
use different feet such 
as open toe appliqué, 
piping foot, edge foot, 
cording, pin tuck, 

chenille foot, etc. It’s surprising how the right 
foot can make stitching so much easier! All 
makes of machines are welcome.  Class meets 
third Thursday of each month starting January 
21st for 12 months. 1-3 or 6-8. Cost $30 includes 
pattern.   
 
Organize Your Stash  (Leesa Kobi)  
There’s something about January that makes us 
want to organize.  Let’s get your stash organized 
and get those bits and pieces cut and ready to go 
for some great scrap quilts.  Leesa will show you 
how to get organized, offer you some of the most 
popular sized pieces to go with current patterns, 
and show you some good cutting and pressing 
tips as well.  Saturday, January 23, 10-noon.

IrResistable (Enid Weichselbaum)           

Learn two methods of surface design using 
readily available materials. Participants will 
learn both techniques and work at creating their 
own pieces. Glue resist fabric painting requires 
some drying time, so sample practice pieces will 
be available for participants to paint. Each 
participant will be able to paint a minimum of 
one prepared design, create one glue drawing 
and create (and paint) one sticker resist piece. 
These pieces can be quilted at home. Nothing to 
bring, all materials will be provided. Tuesday, 
January 26th, 1-4 or 6-9. Cost $40.  

Blessed Be the Quilter that Binds 
(Earlene Wickre)  Learn how to finish a quilt 
with the perfect binding. You will learn how to 
determine how much binding you need for a 
quilt, how to prepare the binding and stitching 
the binding to the quilt. In class you will practice 
on a small sample. Wednesday, Jan. 27th 1-4 or 
6-9.   Cost $20. 
 
Blooming Hearts (Amy Brass)  Appliqué 

with wool is quite 
different from 
working with cotton. 
In this class you will 
learn how to work 
with wool and do the 
blanket stitch by hand.  
This is a great project 
to do while curled up 
in a chair!  Thursday, 
January 28th, 1:30 to 4 
or 6-8:30.  Cost $20. 

 
Tin Lizzie Open House (Michal Mussell 
and Sandy Evans)  If you have been thinking 
about a long arm quilting machine this is the 
event for you.  We will show you the 18” and the 
26” Tin Lizzie as well as the Shirley Stitcher II.  
The Shirley Stitcher II is the system that does the 
quilting for you!  Saturday, January 30, 10-11 
a.m.  There is no charge but you must pre-
register to attend.   
 
All That Jazz…and even a little 

Pizzazz! (Deb 
Armstrong) Are you 
wanting to add that extra 
color and spark to your 
quilts?  This is the 
perfect class for you!  
Beginning with a basic 
blended-color 
background, we will 
then build our quilts into 
a one-of-a-kind creation 
using fused appliqué and 
machine quilting.  For 

the first class we will talk about color and value and 
determine a background for your small quilt (sewing 
will be completed at home).  The second class will be 
focused on creating your design and learning fused 
appliqué with machine stitched embellishment.  You 
can focus on simply learning the technique or let your 
imagination help you create a mini masterpiece!  
Tuesday, February 2nd from 1-2 or 6-7 and February 
23rd from 1-4 or 6-9 (2 Sessions).  Cost $25. 
 



Beginning Machine Quilting 
(Mary Nordeng) Learn 
from the expert how to 
machine quilt.  This is a 
great class for the 
beginner as well as 
those who need to 
improve their skills 
doing free-motion 
quilting. Bring your 
machine for some 
hands-on experience. 

Monday, February 8th, 1-4 or 6-9 p.m. Cost $30. 
 
Advanced Machine Quilting (Mary 

Nordeng) We will 
discuss borders, 
backgrounds, feathers 
and more. This class is 
open to all quilters, 
those with either a 
home sewing machine 
or a long-arm quilting 
machine. This is a 
demo only class. 
Please bring a 
notebook and pencil. 

You are welcome to bring a quilt top along for 
advice.  Monday, February 15th, 1-4 or 6-9 p.m. 
Cost $30. 
 
Flip and Sew Sweatshirt Jacket (Earlene 

Wickre) Make 
this beautiful 
jacket that 
looks as nice 
with jeans as it 
does with 
slacks. 
Embellishment
s can be added 
and they can be 
as creative as 

you are! The first class will be to help you start 
your jacket; the second will be finishing 
techniques and fitting. You will need a 
sweatshirt one size larger than you normally 
wear. Tuesday, February 9th and Tuesday, 
March 2nd (two sessions), 1-3:30 or 6-8:30. Cost

Beginning Quilting (Ann Meyer) Learn the 
basics of quilting 
from the very 
start. Find out 
what the correct 
tools are and how 
to use them. First 
session we will 
discuss the 
correct tools and 
how to “read” a 

quilting pattern, and start cutting. The last two 
sessions you will need to bring your machine and 
we will sew in class. The project is a rail fence 
wall hanging or lap quilt. The supply list will be 
given at the first session. Students will receive a 
class discount on all supplies. Cost $45 includes 
the workbook. Date to be announced. 
 
Eggs on Parade (Amy Brass) This is a 

delightful piece to 
have in your home for 
Easter.  This is an 
appliqué project done 
with wool.  It is a lot 
easier than working 
with cotton and a lot 

more forgiving! In this class you will learn how 
to work with wool and do the blanket stitch as 
well as other embroidery stitches all by hand.  
Monday, February 22, 1-3:30 or 6-8:30.  Cost 
$20. 
 
Photos on Fabric, Photo Transfer  
(Earlene Wickre) Learn how easy it is to use 
inkjet fabric sheets to put photos into your quilts 
and fabric projects. This technique will not hurt 
your original photos. We'll talk about the fabrics, 
how to print the pictures and how to care for the 
fabrics afterwards and more. Thursday, February 
25th, 1-3 or 6-8. Each student will go home with 
one 8 x 11 sheet with one or more pictures on it. 
Cost $20. 
 
French Braid (Sandy Evans)  This quilt is from 

one of our most popular 
books.  This is the pattern 
called Lava Lamp.  It’s a 
wonderful play on values.  
Come in ahead of time and 
we will help you with 
fabric selection.  You will 
do some of the cutting at 
home so we can get some 
real sewing done! Friday, 
Feb. 26th, 9-4.  Cost $30. 



T-Shirt Quilt  (Deb Armstrong) Quilt Gather 
up those special t-
shirts and come make 
a memory! For our 
first class we will 
prepare the t-shirts to 
be used in the quilt. 
The second class will 
be used to draft and 
cut your personal 
pattern based on the 
dimensions you wish 
to use. You can make 
this quilt as simple or 
as detailed as you 

would like. This quilt makes a delightful gift for 
a graduation, wedding, or any special event. 
Tuesday, March 9th & Tues. March 23rd, (2 
sessions) 1-3 p.m. or 6-8 p.m. Cost $25.

(Amy 
Brass)  
Learn 
how to 
transfer 
your 
pattern, 
hoop and 
stitch 

these delightful spring pictures.  Choose from 
Basket of Spring or Easter Greetings.  Amy will 
show you several stitches that may be used on 
lots of different projects.  Thursday, March 11th, 
1-3 or 6-8 p.m.  Cost $15. 
 
Paper Piece Tulips (Sandy Evans)  Paper 
piecing is done by sewing directly onto a paper 
or fabric foundation.  This method is very 
accurate and there are hundreds of patterns that 
can be made with this technique.  We will only 
make the tulip blocks in class.  At home you can 
make them into a little banner or wall hanging.  
Monday, March 22, 1-4 or 6-9.  Cost $25. 
 
Quick and Easy Jacket (Earlene Wickre) 
Breeze into the season in this carefree layer of 
pure casual elegance!  The jacket has a slightly 
flared 3/4 length sleeve or full-length sleeve and 
is designed to move easily from work to 
weekend.  Whether 22 1/2" or 25 1/2" in length, 
this feminine silhouette is as comfortable as it is  
stylish!  Saturday, March 27, 9-4.  Cost $30. 
 
 

Strawberry Basket (Amy Brass)    

Wool appliqué gives wonderful texture to any 
needlework project.  You will learn how to 
prepare the pattern pieces, appliqué by hand and 
how to care for your project when it is finished.  
Thursday, April 8th, 1-3 or 6-9.  Cost $15.

1. You may register by phone, mail or in person. 
Class must be paid for at the time of registration. 
Cancellations more than one week before class 
will forfeit 10% of the class fee. If canceling less 
than one week before class there is no refund. 
You may send someone in your place. 
We want to give our teachers the courtesy of 
knowing one week in advance how many 
students to expect and prepare for. If we cancel 
the class there is a full refund. 
2. Please pick up a supply list before coming to 
class. Patterns and supplies are extra unless it 
says so in the description. A student discount is 
given on all supplies needed for classes. We are 
happy to help you put together fabrics in colors 
to match your needs! 
3. If the class requires you to bring a sewing 
machine, please come early to set up. We are 
glad to carry the machine in for you. Please 
make sure your machine is in working order. 
4. Please do not bring children to classes unless 
it is a children's class!. Also, please do not wear 
perfume or scented lotions to class.  Several of 
us have allergies! 
5. Most quilting classes only cover piecing the 
tops. Take a finishing class to learn quilting and 
binding techniques. 
6. This is Minnesota and sometimes it's hard to 
decide what the weather will do! If Stewartville 
or Rochester cancels school, our classes will be 
canceled (and re-scheduled) as well.

These classes are free with the purchase of a 
Pfaff sewing machine.   
 
Master the Basics #1. Learn about the 
accessories that came with your machine, 
winding bobbin and threading, buttonholes, blind 
hem, how to clean and maintain your machine.

Master the Basics #2, Learn how to gather, 
satin stitch appliqué, heirloom stitch appliqué, 
twin needle, free-motion sewing/quilting.

Master the Basics # 3, for the Expression, 
Performance and Creative Vision machines. 
Learn the hand-look quilt stitch, tapering, word 
and decorative sequencing, (memory), stitch 
creator (Performance and Creative), 4-direction 
and maxi stitches.  Tuesday, January 19th, 1-3 or 
6-8 p.m.  
 
Master the Basics #4 Embroidery (Creative 
Vision machines) Learn how to use your 
embroidery machine, what stabilizer work, how 
to fit the design to your project.

Master the Basics #5 Embroidery (Creative 
Vision) Learn precise positioning, shaping 
with automatic stitch building, embroidery stitch 
editor and resizing.
